The decision was made, the
sites were determined, and the
backhoe began to dig.

It didn’t quite happen that fast,

but we now have the two foun-
dations completed.

It
is the only one. Now we will
have three two bedroom units.
The two new cabins will not be
finished for the beginning of the

2010 camping season but camp=-

ers can watch “work in pro-
gress”.

Volunteers Bill Kost (Joseph)
and Roy Henderson (Sandy)
helped Dave Cook place all the
sona tubes and forms for the
foundation pillars. Bill, Rance
Morrison, and Dick Clover all
of Joseph helped with the pour-
ing of the concrete.

In the spring the yurt kits will
arrive and assembling the cab-
ins will begin. We will have
information on the E-Connector
and Camping News so you will
know when to come and help
build.
